The Interference with or Cruelty to a Service Animal Act

The Vermont Legislature has passed a bill that will make it easier and safer for blind and
visually impaired individuals to navigate our streets. The primary effect of the Interfer-
ence with or Cruelty to a Service Animal act will be to make it illegal for anyone who owns
or has custody over an animal to fail to prevent that animal from injuring a guide dog.
This will make it easier for the injured parties to seek restitution - e.g., compensation for
veterinary expenses - through the court system. The law also introduces a series of penal-
ties, mostly fines, intended to deter such behavior. Many thanks to those of you that
spoke at the capital to ensure the passage of this bill.
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
